The Save the Children Fund (SCF) was first started in
London on 19th May, 1919 by an English woman --- named Miss
Jebb. It is now a worldwide organization, dedicated to helping
needy children everywhere. The SCF of Malawi wasformed in
1953, under the patronage of HisExcellency the Life President
Ngawazi Dr. H. Kamuzu Banda.

‘Our jobin Malawi isto give those unfortunate children
the rights that they are deprived of through no fault of theirs.
Theseareinternationally recognized astheten rightsof children
and include protection, care, food and accommodation, and
relief’, a spokesman for the Fund explained.

One of those who benefited from the help of the Fund is
Samuel Mpetechula, agraduate of Chancellor. Hissponsorship
started in 1967. The SCF of Malawi found him sponsors. They
wereMr. and Mrs. Sutton of Australiawho paid his school fees
and continued to help him financially throughout hisUniversity
education.

Mr. Mpetechulasaid, ‘ They even built ahousefor me at
home and looked after my family while | was a student. They
werereally hel pful to me, and thethought that there werethese
sponsorscaring for mefrom thousands of kilometersaway from
herewas an encouragement for metowork hard at college'.

Another important function of thework of the SCFisin
thefield of nutrition. With the hel p of the Australian Government,
the SCF established two nutrition rehabilitation centers for
children; oneat Mpembaand another in Mulanje. * The object of
thecentre', explained Mr. Petre Chimbe, the Executive Secretary
of the Fund, ‘is to combat malnutrition in children, by giving
them the proper food.’

The natural
growth of quartz takes 3 million years, and very often thecrysals
are not sufficiently pure to satisfy the precise needs of science.

Every artist’ swork, unless he be ahermit, creating solely
for his own satisfaction and with no need of sales, is to some
extent ‘ socially conditioned’; he depends upon the approval of
his patrons. Social conditioning is of course part of thefield of
study of the social anthropologist, yet | am not aware that the
social conditioning of artists has ever been serioudy studied.
That such study isneeded for the proper appraisal of traditional

Silk isoneof thestrongest of fibres. In fact, for thousands
of years, silk fabrics have been regarded as the most beautiful
and durable materialswoven by man. Many peoplecall silk the
‘cloth of kings and queens'.

Theweaving of silk originated in China. An old Chinese
book, believed to bewritten by Confucius, tellsusthat thewife
of Emperor Huang-ti wasthefirgt person to makefabricsof slk.
Around 2640 B.C., Emperor Huang-ti asked hiswifeHs Ling-
shih to study thewormsthat were destroying the mulberry trees
in his garden. The Empress took some of the cocoons into the
pal ace to see what they were made of. She dropped one of the
cocoons into a bowl of boiling water and was amazed to see a
cobweb-like tangle separate itself from the cocoon.
